Recycling Information: 

The City provides two recycling bins. While separating the bins will help speed the recycling process, the bins can be mixed.


Bin 1:  

Newspaper

Flattened cardboard (i.e. cereal boxes)

(For pieces larger than bin, please flatten and tie in bundle not greater than 3’ by 3’)

Mixed office paper / magazines

Bin 2:

Plastic containers #1 through #7 (#’s located bottom of container)
Glass bottles ~ clear, green and brown

Aluminum and steel cans    
Please rinse out all containers for sanitary reasons and discard lids.

**Any cartons with wax coverings such as juice containers or milk cartons, Styrofoam, plastic bags, aluminum foil products and paper or plastic grocery bags CANNOT be recycled.
**Plastic containers for motor oil, pool chemicals, pesticides, light bulbs, aerosol cans, paint cans or any other potentially hazardous material CANNOT be recycled

Residential Electronics Recycling
Computers, televisions, VCRs fax machines, CD players and stereos will be picked up as a Bulk Items on Thursdays. Residents MUST call the UB Department at 539-6200 to request a Bulk Pick-up. A $10.00 fee will be charge for each item. 
Residents interested in dropping their Bulk items off at Orange County Landfill can access the  Household Hazardous Waste and Electronic Waste Community Collection Event Schedule
